Apply early! There is an approximately 7 month 
delay in obtaining a decision on the application. 
You must receive the decision, travel, and return 
before your TPS expires. 

IN CASE OF EMERGENCY: The decision may be issued 
faster in case of a medical or family emergency. You 
must have proof of the emergency, such as the death 
certificate of a family member, or medical 
documentation.
